Prerequisites
Polish as a foreign language for beginners in Polish. The course is designed for learning general Polish at 
the beginner level under the teacher’s guidance. Knowledge of Polish is not required.

Course objective
The aim of the course is to learn the basics of communication in Polish while studying in Poland. The 
emphasis is on practical knowledge of the language and communication as well as learning about Polish 
culture.

Course-related learning outcomes
Knowledge:
The student has knowledge of development trends and the most important of the latest achievements
in the area of means of transport and other, selected, and related scientific disciplines.

Skills:
The student is able to obtain information from literature, databases and other sources (in Polish and
English or other language), integrate it, interpret and critically evaluate, draw conclusions and formulate
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and comprehensively justify his/her opinion.
The student can communicate in Polish and English (or other language) using various techniques in a
professional environment and in other environments, also using the issues related to transport
engineering.
The student can prepare and present a scientific study in Polish and English (or other language) ,
demonstrating the results of scientific research or an oral presentation on specific issues in the field of
transport engineering.
The student has English language (or other language) skills, compliant with the B2+ level requirements
of the European Framework of Reference for Languages (CEFR).

Social competences:
The student understands the importance of popularizing the latest achievements in the field of
transport engineering

Methods for verifying learning outcomes and assessment criteria
Learning outcomes presented above are verified as follows:
Knowledge verification takes place throughout the whole course. It consists of: quizzes, tests, homework
exercises and speaking exercises.
passing rate from 60%

Programme content
Students learn basic phrases and expressions related to everyday life activities.
They acquire knowledge of Polish pronunciation and basic grammatical structures. They develop 
communication skills. They learn about Polish history and culture.

Course topics
1. University life
2. Hobbies, expressing preferences
3. Expressing time relations
4. Names of food, dishes and drinks (ordering in cafes and restaurants)
5. Asking for information and permission
6. Jobs and activities.
7. Physical appearance and features of character - description.
8. Expressing ability and opportunity
9. Everyday routine
10. Days of the week, telling the time.

Teaching methods
Students perform the syllabus based on selected chapters from the primary and secondary literature
and additional materials supplied by the teacher. Numerous and varied exercises systematically develop
the 4 skills: listening, speaking, reading and writing. They also use presentations and language learning
materials from the internet.They analyse the source material presented by the teacher, work
individually, in pairs and groups. There are audio materials for each lesson.
